Leafy Feast Silage/Grain Hybrids contain a special gene that delivers hybrids with more and larger leaves
than conventional hybrids. What this means to a livestock farmer is more tonnage per acre. Leafy hybrids
also have a lower density softer kernel texture than grain only hybrids. Dairies that feed leafy hybrids do not
see starch granules in the manure because they are digested better. You will also discover thinner rinds and
lower lignin content which means higher nutritional value. Leafy hybrids also ensile fast and feed well
shortly after ensiling. This is due to higher sugar content and the softer starch endosperms in leafy hybrids.
Munson Hybrids selects white cob or pink cob hybrids where possible which equates to better cob grind,
minimizing the amount of cob left in the bunk. Leafys should be planted between 28,000 to 30,000 plants
per acre on dryland fields to achieve the most digestible product with the highest starch content. You will
